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As the holiday season draws ever-closer, CHASSE Building Team once again demonstrated its commitment to the community with its fifth
annual CHASSE-Giving event, bringing holiday joy to families across Arizona. While the event traditionally kicks off before Thanksgiving, the
spirit of giving has now extended into the broader holiday season, highlighting the company’s dedication to supporting those in need during this
special time of year.
